Use your Iridium phone with the
antenna extended in an open area
where the antenna has an
unobstructed 360° view of the
sky.

Checking your Voicemail

1.Press the Message key.

2.Press the OK key to call
Voicemail.

3.When prompted enter
your Iridium phone
number and password

4. For a password, enter
“9999” or the last seven
(7) digits of your Iridium
Phone Number.

Avoid using your Iridium phone
near large buildings, trees or
mountains as these can obstruct
line of sight with the satellites.
